
The Rowan County Parks and Recreation Commission met Tuesday, August 24, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. at Ellis Park.  Chairman Dennis Rogers presided.

Minutes were approved as written.


Chairman Rogers recognized Ellis Park Supervisor Craige Farmer.


There was no reading of the monthly reports due to the agenda.

Old Business:  First item on the agenda:   Director Bringle discussed capital outlay that was approved from the county.  We have already replaced the heat and air in the Nature Center building.  A new well will be put in at Sloan Park and a generator for Dan Nicholas Concessions.  There will be some re -roofing done on the outdoor theater at Sloan Park.
New Business:  First item on the agenda: PARTF Grant Award:  Chairman Rogers announced we did receive the PARTF Grant for Ellis Park for $38,780 for the ball field lights.

Second item on the agenda:  Director Bringle gave a revenue summary for our 

2009-2010 final revenue.

Third item on the agenda:  Dog Event at Dan Nicholas Park:  Director Bringle has a lady from the AKC Canine Good Citizen Evaluator for the Salisbury area would like to have permission to host a Responsible Dog Ownership event in the month of September.  After a discussion from the commission they would like for her to consider having it at have Sloan Park. Randy McCombs made the motion for her to have the event but would she consider going to Sloan Park, if not happy about Sloan Park let her have it at DNP.   Norma Drake second the motion.   Motion carried.

Fourth item on the agenda:  Recognition #1 Field Trip Destination in NC. Chairman Rogers and Director Bringle commented on this.  In the NC Field Trip magazine that goes out to all NC schools Dan Nicholas Park was named the Number 1 Field Trip Attraction in NC for programming.  This is a great accomplishment.
Fifth item on the agenda:  Wedding approval for Dunn’s Mountain:  Director Bringle discuss visitors were asking about having weddings at Dunn’s Mountain.

We have had one wedding at the mountain and is was nice and went well.  Jay Kepley asks about increasing the fee.  Director Bringle suggests we wait till the next fiscal year, which is when we change all our fees.  Jay Kepley made the motion to have weddings at Dunn’s Mountain.  Randy McCombs second the motion.  Motion carried.
Sixth & Seventh item on the agenda:  New ADA Guidelines for Putt Putt:  Chairman Rogers and Director Bringle discussed this.  Information was passed out from the ADA Standards for Accessible Design.  Attorney Jay Dees has look at this and said the compliance is mandatory.  Our course was built in l973 – 74 and is not ADA accessible.  Issues have to be in compliance by January 2012, if we are not ADA we will have to close the putt putt course.  Our revenue is over $60,000 a year for putt putt.  Our Property Committee will soon start working on this.  We are also looking at grants and foundations.  All grants do not require match money.  Director Bringle has spoken with H H mini golf and we will be looking at around $225,000.  Norma Drake made the motion to get on the agenda for the County
Commissioners meeting on Tuesday, September 7th, to request to seek grants from agencies and foundations, not necessary requiring matching funds for renovations for the putt putt course.  Randy McCombs second the motion.  Motion carried.
Eighth item on the agenda:  Our next meeting will be held September 28th, 2010 at Sloan Park at 6:00 p.m. and in October we will meet at Dunn’s Mountain.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
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
