
The Rowan County Parks and Recreation Commission met Tuesday, January 24, 2011 at the Rowan County Administration Building.

Chairman Dennis Rogers presided.  Minutes were approved as written.


Chairman Rogers welcomed County Commissioner Raymond Coltrain as our new liaison to the board.  Mr. Coltrain made comments to the board members.


Reports were in oral and written form.


Under Old Business:  Director Bringle gave an update on the revenue and that the schools are already heavy booking for the spring.


Director Bringle gave an up date on foundation and grants Renita and Bob are working on for the putt putt course.


Under New Business:  Director Bringle reported on the large donation to the wildlife zoo area from the Frances Benson Estate.


Director Bringle gave an up date on the budget with a possible 3% to 5% cut in the budget.  He also explains new operating hours for the parks to help cut the budget.  Saturday and Sunday will stay the same in June, July and August.  These months are our big revenue months.  The weekday hours will be cut a few hours daily.   Director Bringle discussed the Autumn Jubilee Sponsorships.  Our contracts have always been “exclusivity” for each sponsor for the past 30 years.   Rowan Regional Hospital wants to come to Autumn Jubilee and NorthEast has been a sponsor for years.  After board discussion it was decided to leave the contract price the same this year but look into changing next year.  Hayes Smith made the motion to move the “exclusivity” from the contract for this year.  Norma Drake second the motion.  Motion carried.  


Director Bringle discussed the oil tank leak at the rental house at Sloan Park.  It is at the Deal house on 150.  The rents have moved out and we have someone that has offered to purchase the house and move it.
