Room of the Community Building.

 The County Manager, Finance Director, County Attorney, and 
Clerk to the Board were also in attendance. 
 
 Commissioner Cohen called the meeting to order, and 
Commissioner Welch gave the invocation. 
 
 
SELECTION OF CHAIRMAN AND VICE-CHAIRMAN: 
 
 The Floor was then opened for nominations for Chairman: 
 
 Commissioner Webb nominated Newton Cohen.  Commissioner 
DeMarcus nominated herself.  Commissioner Arey nominated himself.  
Each candidate gave their remarks.  Voting was as follows: 
 
Commissioner Cohen: 3 votes (Cohen, Webb, Welch) 
Commissioner DeMarcus: 1 vote 
Commissioner Arey: 1 vote 
 
 Commissioner Cohen will return as Chairman. 
 
 The Floor was then opened for nominations for Vice-Chairman: 
 
 Chairman Cohen nominated Commissioner Webb.  Commissioner 
DeMarcus nominated herself.  Voting was as follows: 
 
Commissioner Webb: 3 votes (Cohen, Webb, Arey) 
Commissioner DeMarcus: 2 votes (DeMarcus, Welch) 
 
 Commissioner Webb will serve as Vice-Chairman.  Commissioner 
Arey extended his congratulations to Chairman Cohen, and his 
support to all members of the Board. 
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UPDATE ON JAIL/COURTHOUSE PROJECT: 
 
 County Manager, Tim Russell, updated the Board regarding the 
Greensboro, NC court hearing involving Rowan County and Prison 
Legal Services.  County Attorney, John Holshouser, briefed the 
Board on the three (3) major concerns: 
 
   (1) proper exercise area 
   (2) food handlers 
   (3) vermin control 
 
 Mr. Holshouser feels that these issues "will be managed by 
Rowan County".  Sheriff Martin and staff will be responsible for 
developing a plan and bring it back to the Board of Commissioners. 
Chairman Cohen commended Mr. Holshouser for an excellent job during 
the court presentation earlier that morning. 
 
 Sale of the bonds will take place on Thursday morning, 
12/17/92.  According to Mr. Russell, the Board should meet on 
Friday, 12/18/92, at 9:00 a.m., at which time Wachovia will make a 
presentation. 
 
 There being no further business, Commissioner DeMarcus made a 
motion to adjourn to Friday, 12/18/92, at 9:00 a.m., in the Red 
Room of the Community Building.  Commissioner Arey seconded, with 
unanimous approval.
