Forecasters allso increased their confidence that 2011 will B be an active At B antic hurricanéNasofs.C I imate
Prediction Center a division of thational Weather Servicg updates its At Bantic hurricane season out B ook every August.

“The atmosphere and At Bantic Ocean are primed for high hurricane activity during August through October; said Gerry Bel I, Ph.D., Bead
seasona l hurricane forecaster at the C limate Prediction Cent&torms through October will B form more frequent By and become more
intense than we "ve seen so far this season.”

Key c Bimate factors predicted in May continue to support an active season. These inc Bude: the tropica Idexeli#ill signall, wiich since
1995 has brought favorab Be ocean and atmospferic conditions, Beading to more active seasons; exceptionall By warm At Bantic Ocean
temperatures (the third warmest on record); and the possible redevelopment of La Nifia. Reduced vertical wind shear and lower air
pressure across the tropicall AtBantic allso favor an active season.

Based on these conditions and on c Bimate model forecasts, the confidence for an abevarmall season has increased from 65 percent in
May to 85 percent. Allso, the expected number of named storms has increased from 12 -18 in May to 1419, and the expected number of
furricanes has increased from 6 -10 in May to 710.

Across the entire At Bantic Basin for the who Be seasonJune 1 to Nowvember 30— NOAA s updated seasonal out B ook projects, with a 70
percent probability, a total of:

*14 to 19 named storms (top winds of 39 mph or figher), inc Buding:

7 to 10 hurricanes (top winds of 74 mph or higher), of which:

*3 to 5 coulld be major thurricanes (Category 3, 4 or 5; winds of at Beast 111 mph)

These ranges are indicative of an active season, and extend we I I abowve the keng seasonall averages of 11 named storms, six
furricanes and two major hurricanes.

The At Bantic basin has a B ready produced five tropicall storms this season: Ar Bene, Bret, Cindy, Don and Emily. AN I eyes this week are G
Emi By, which continues to deve Bop and move towards the United States.

The Bast hurricane to make Bandfall 1 in the United States was lke in 2008. Last year saw-aboval furricane activity, but none made
Bandfal I in the United States. August through October are peak months of the At Bantic furricane season, and FEMA urges peop Ie not
Bured into a fallse sense of security by the Back of hurricanes so far this year.

"It isstil I ear By in this lurricane season and we know it can take only one storm to devastate communities and fami Bies,” said FEMA I
Administrator Rich Serino. "Many disasters come without warning, but that’s not the case with hurricanes".
