Judges will
consider what shows up best when copies
of the winning covers are made.

7) Cover designs depicting inappropriate material
will be eliminated.

Entries will be accepted at any library location
between September 21st-October 10th.

Middle School (11-13 yrs.) and High School
(14-17 yrs.).
